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The Early Christian communities were keenly aware of the presence of the risen Lord in their midst, and aware of the boundary –breaking mission to all the ends of the earth.

1. This awareness reached its high point during the celebration of the holy Eucharist as dynamic memory. 

2. They were primarily disciples of him who had said, “Make disciples !” (Mt 28.19). 

3. The form of life they lived was a `koinonia’, a unity of love and service, so that “there was not a needy person among them (cf Acts 4.32-35). 

4. Their presence in society was to be like salt, light and leaven (Mt 5.13-16; 13.33).
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We believe that God invites everyone to the Eucharistic table, where all can feast and be challenged, nourished, and refreshed as a pilgrim people. 

“The liturgy is a mirror, an image of what the Kingdom/Reign of God is like.” During the liturgy we set aside all titles, ranks, privileges, and categories. Within the context of liturgy all God’s people hear the Word of God, a Word challenging believers to see who they are and who they must become as ministers of peace and reconciliation.

To worship in “sincerity and truth” is to be deeply rooted in the cost of discipleship: 

· to open our ears, eyes, mind and heart to the reality of the poor and needy, 

· to acknowledge that racism, sexism, militarism, and all forms of domination have no place in the place in the proclamation of the “good news” of the reign of God.
Liturgy provides us with a vision of the possibilities of the Reign of God offering us and those whose lives we touch leading us to be serious about our commitment to the mission of God.

The Table of the Lord is designated to be a welcome table where we reach out and touch one another across the customary barriers and boundaries. The Eucharist is a celebration of a community in union with Jesus offering all to God his “Abba”. The central action of the Eucharist is the sharing of food, not only eating but sharing in the context of “common hunger”.
